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	MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME FOR FILING A PETITION FOR CERTIORARI


Defendant respectfully motions the Court for an extension of time for filing a writ of certiorari. 

1. The delay in filing a Petition for a Writ of Certiorari was unintentional and unavoidable.


Despite the fact that this petition is being filed beyond the customary deadline of 45 days from the District Court judgment, I ask the court to consider this petition on the grounds that the delay was both unavoidable and unintentional.


I filed my Appeal Brief with the District Court on September 12, 2004.  On December 5, 2005, I went overseas for a four month work assignment, to return on March 18th.  Knowing that a ruling could be made during my absence, I arranged for the bookkeeper for my company to retrieve my mail twice a week, and call me immediately if there was anything important or atypical, including any mailings from the Larimer County Courts.


Unfortunately, our bookkeeper became seriously ill in early January, and due to the intensive regimen of urgent treatment which immediately followed the diagnosis, was unable to make it up to our house from her home in Shelbyville (a 45 minute drive away) until the beginning of March, only days before our return.  Upon learning about the ruling, I immediately began researching and preparing the presently-filed Petition for a Writ of Certiorari, and have been duly diligent in seeing this preparation work through to its completion.  It should be noted that the nearest law library with free public access to Lexis/Westlaw was at the University of Denver, which is 95 miles from my home.  This required me to make a three hour round trip each time I needed to perform legal research to prepare the presently-filed Petition for a Writ of Certiorari, and as I typically work seven days a week and had a full schedule of business travel and meetings upon my return to the US, it was difficult to get time off from work for said research.


Since becoming aware of the District Court's ruling, I have prepared this motion and the presently-filed Petition for a Writ of Certiorari as expediently as possible, and due to the unintentional and unavoidable nature of the missed deadline for filing this petition, petitioner respectfully asks that the Court grant an extension of time for the filing of a Petition for a Writ of Certiorari.
