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	MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION OF DENIAL OF MOTION FOR SANCTIONS AGAINST DEPUTY DISTRICT ATTORNEY
	



In declining to consider the imposition of sanctions against the Deputy District Attorney, the Court, in its January 3, 2004 order, cites the fact that it has already denied the Appeal with regard to which the Deputy District Attorney motioned, and thus lacks jurisdiction to rule on Petitioner's Motion for Sanctions.


However, as far as Petitioner can ascertain from the relevant judicial rules, the fact that said Appeal was denied, and further, that the case has been disposed in favor of Defendant, does not in any way diminish the relevance of sanctions under Colorado's judicial rules, nor does it deprive the Court of jurisdiction to make an assessment of the Deputy District Attorney's conduct during the Appeal.  Firstly, it must be noted that Defendant's Motion for Sanctions was timely filed on November 8, 2002, prior to the denial of the Appeal.  Secondly, Defendant is now merely asking the Court to seriously and substantively consider the imposition of sanctions based on the established facts, as was requested by him in the original motion of November 8, 2002.


For the reasons above, Defendant respectfully petitions the court for reconsideration of said Motion to Apply Sanctions to Deputy District Attorney Abdul Johnson.
