YOU ARE COMMANDED to appear before the Honorable John Smith, County Court Magistrate, at Courtroom 1A of the Larimer County Courthouse in the State of Colorado, on November 12, 2006, at 2:30 p.m., to testify in this action and to have with you at that time and place the following:

1. Your log book for February 6, 2006;

2. A copy of the Colorado State Patrol’s citation issuance policies in effect on February 6, 2006;

3. Documentation establishing the manufacturer of the radar device used to measure the speed of the vehicle referenced in summons and complaint number 1234567 of February 6, 2006;

4. Documentation establishing the model number of the radar device described in paragraph 3;

5. Documentation establishing the date of purchase of the radar device described in paragraph 3;

6. Documentation establishing the serial number of the radar device described in paragraph 3;

7. A detailed list of any optional features present in the radar device described in paragraph 3;

8. The instruction manual and technical specifications provided with the radar device described in paragraph 3;

9. The training manual provided with the radar device described in paragraph 3;

10. Calibration test results for the radar device described in paragraph 3, for the period from June 6, 2005 to September 6, 2006;

11. All maintenance and repair records regarding the radar device described in paragraph 3;

12. Failure and error rates of the radar device described in paragraph 3;

13. Documentation establishing the training you received regarding the use of the radar device described in paragraph 3; including dates, location, and instructor’s name and address;

14. All training materials that you used in conjunction with the training described in paragraph 13;

15. Documentation establishing the date that you first used the radar device described in paragraph 3;

16. The Colorado State Patrol policies in effect on February 6, 2006, relating to the use of a radar device of the type described in paragraph 3;

17. The FCC Public Safety Radio Services license associated with the radar device described in paragraph 3;

18. Tuning fork calibration records associated with the tuning fork used to calibrate the radar device described in paragraph 3 for the period from June 6, 2004 to September 6, 2006;

19. The tuning fork instruction manual and technical specifications relating to the tuning fork described in paragraph 18;

20. All maintenance and repair records for the tuning fork described in paragraph 18 for the period from June 6, 2004 to September 6, 2006;

21. If the radar device described in paragraph 3 has a provision for a battery, battery replacement records for the radar device described in paragraph 3, for the period from June 6, 2005 to September 6, 2006;

22. All speedometer deviation records for the vehicle you were driving (#521) at the time of the issuance of summons and complaint number 1234567 of February 6, 2006;
