Pursuant to Colorado Municipal Court Rules of Procedure, Rule 216, I, John Q. Public, do hereby request Discovery of the following information, in the matter of case No. 12-3456.  Upon information and belief, I aver that all requests made herein, are relevant and material to the present case:

1. A detailed map of the Mountain View Police Department’s enforcement jurisdictional coverage;

2. Any instances where the Mountain View Police Department was accused of issuing a citation outside of the Mountain View Police Department’s enforcement jurisdiction;

3. The Mountain View Police Department’s citation issuance policies in effect on March 17, 2006;

4. A front and back copy of the Mountain View Police Department summons and complaint number “T-12345”, as written by Officer Number 123, Jones, on March 17, 2006;

5. Evidence showing that the vehicle referenced in the Mountain View Police Department summons and complaint number T-12345, had “obstructed vision (tint 4” +)” as claimed in summons and complaint of March 17, 2006; 

6. Manufacturer of the “tint meter” device used by Officer Number 123, Jones, to test window light transmission on the vehicle referenced in the Mountain View Police Department summons and complaint number T-12345 of March 17, 2006;

7. Model number of the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

8. Date of purchase of the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

9. All maintenance records regarding the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

10. Date that Officer Number 123, Jones, first used the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

11. Instruction manual provided with the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

12. Training manual provided with the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

13. Training received by Officer Number 123, Jones, regarding the use of the tint meter device described in paragraph 6; including dates, location, and instructor’s name and address;

14. Training materials used by the officer in conjunction with the training described in paragraph 13;

15. Calibration test results for the tint meter device described in paragraph 6, for the period from January 1, 2006 to April 1, 2006;

16. Battery replacement records for the tint meter unit described in paragraph 6, from October 1, 2005 to April 1, 2006;

17. All other maintenance history of the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

18. Failure and error rates of the tint meter device described in paragraph 6;

19. Log book of Officer Number 123, Jones, for March 17, 2006;

20. Demographics of people stopped, and of people cited by Officer Number 123, Jones, from May 17, 2005 to April 1, 2006, including, but not limited to, race, ethnicity, age, gender, and the type of car being driven by the person stopped;

21. Officer Number 123, Jones', police physical test results regarding vision test data;

22. Officer Number 123, Jones', certificate of competency;

23. Officer Number 123, Jones', educational background, to determine whether he possessed the requisite skill necessary to properly make detailed measurements, based solely upon visual observation;

24. All other relevant evidence regarding the Mountain View Police Department summons and complaint number “T-12356”, as written by Officer Number 123, Jones, on March 17, 2006;

25. All other relevant evidence regarding Officer Number 123, Jones', ability to make sound judgments, or any accusation of misconduct.
